	Revision to the Beverly Hills Municipal Code Relating to the Administrative Penalty Process and Appeal of Graffiti Abatement Notices 
The proposed ordinance amends the regulations relating to Administrative Penalties and would eliminate the requirement of mailing related notices by certified mail, streamline the appeal process, set citation penalty amounts by resolution of the City Council, revise the appeal process, and eliminate duplicate code language. This proposed ordinance also designates responsibility to the City Risk Manager for graffiti related appeals. 
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
