Comment:  On November 30, 2006, the Beverly Hills Planning Commission approved Resolution No. 1446, recommending that the City Council approve the project described above.  In addition, on January 25, 2007, the Planning Commission formally approved the Conditional Use aspect of the project.  Staff recommends that the City Council make a determination on the entire project by ordering review of the Commission's approval of the CUP pursuant to Beverly Hills Municipal Code Section 1-4-201.  Approval would allow a four-story condominium building currently under construction in the R-4 Multi-Residential Zone to be used as a hotel in conjunction with the existing Mosaic Hotel located adjacent to the subject property at 125 Spalding Drive, within the C-3 Commercial Zone.  Staff recommends that this matter be set for hearing on Tuesday, February 20, 2007 at 7:30p.m.

Comment:      The proposed ordinance is an amendment to the Code provisions regulating single-family residential front yard setbacks in the Central and Hillside Area of the City.  The ordinance would add language to Code Sections 10-3-2404 and 10-3-2504 to clarify the requirement for establishing front yard setbacks if they are not specified or are designated as “0” on the “Residential Street Setback Map” for the City on file with the Division of Building and Safety.  In addition, the proposed code amendment would no longer refer to the “Residential Street Setback Map” for setbacks as the information has now been digitized and is part of the City’s computerized files.  Due to a noticing error, staff recommends this matter be re-set for hearing on Tuesday, March 13, 2007 at 7:30pm.
