The report of the Director of Community Development and the record of the
Community Development Department in this matter are made a part of the record of
this hearing.

Director of Community Development Susan Healey Keene introduced this item,
noting this was first discussed by the City Council in July 2009. Senior Planner
Michele McGrath provided the PowerPoint presentation and staff report. She
notedthe City Council comments from the July 2009 meeting, the
Planning Commission review, provided an  overview of the Planning
Commission’s recommendations for the proposed ordinance and summarized the
proposed medical use overlay zone objectives. Ms. McGrath pointed out a small
change staff is proposing to the ordinance (Section 17, page 14 - effective dates of
the ordinance).

Speaking:

Planning Commission Chair Lili Bosse spoke about the Planning Commission’s
intent in the process to recommend a balance for the medical office use issue that
the City Council asked them to consider in July 2009.

Chief Financial Officer Scott Miller provided financial information asked by the
Council regarding business taxes received by medical office uses.

Planning Commissioners Furie, Yukelson and Corman each provided brief
comments on their process and recommendations for the ordinance.

1. Allison Cross voiced concern about the ordinance as proposed.

2. Bijan Brodnia opposed the ordinance.

3. Yvonne Cross wants to move forward and not backward.

4. Anita Zussman Eddy spoke on behalf of the Chamber of Commerce and voiced
concerns by many of the Boardmembers and the results of the survey conducted in
April 2010.

5. Hooman Baboobi, real estate broker, spoke about his client's concerns about the
proposed ordinance.
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6. Mark King, Real Estate Broker, speaking on behalf of his medical clients, voiced
concerns about the ordinance.

7. Sandra Berman stated the reasons she is not in favor of this ordinance.

8. Jean Smidts spoke about how the ordinance would affect her.

9. Attorney Murray Fischer acknowledged the hard work of the Planning
Commission and staff, but does not support the ordinance.

There were no additional members of the audience who wished to comment. Mayor
Delshad closed the public hearing.

Council provided their comments regarding the proposed ordinance and discussed
changes for staff to incorporate and return for approval.

City Attorney Wiener suggested the Mayor close the public comment portion of the
hearing and bring back the revisions that the majority of the Council agreed to for
consideration at the December 21st Council meeting.
