RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the City Council move to approve the award of a contract to the
lowest responsible bidder, Sully-Miller Contracting Co., for the “2011-2012 Street
Resurfacing at Various Locations” (“Project”) in the amount of $1,019,450; approve the
plans and specifications for the Project, dated January 2012, which are adopted and
approved with respect to design criteria; approve a construction contingency of 15% in
the amount of $152,918 and delegate the authority to approve change orders to the
Director of Public Works and Transportation Department as defined in the Purchase
Ordinance; and approve the issuance of a purchase order in the amount of $1,172,368
to Sully-Miller Contracting Co.

INTRODUCTION

This report is a request for City Council approval to award a contract to the lowest
responsible bidder for the resurfacing of several streets and alleys at various locations
city-wide. Candidate streets and alleys were identified in the Pavement Management
- Program (PMP) Report 2010-2011. The project streets and alleys are as follows:

DISCUSSION

‘As part of the city’s 5 year Street Resurfacing Capital Improvement Program (CIP),
streets and alleys with Pl (Pavement Index) below 60, showing deteriorated condition
and having a high fraffic index but not in need of total reconstruction, were selected for
the FY2011-2012 resurfacing project. These streets and alleys will be repaired and
rehabilitated, increasing the structural serviceability life of the pavement (with the
appropriate maintenance and preservation program) by at least 25 years. Pavement
Index Values were obtained from the network inventory of streets using the APWA Micro
Paver software. The plans and specifications were approved with respect to design
criteria by a Professional registered Civil Engineer licensed in the State of California.

On January 13 and 20, 2012, a Notice Inviting Bids was published in the Beverly Hills
Courier, Beverly Weekly and on the City's web site. Twenty sets of contract documents
were issued to contractors. On February 16, 2012, five bids were received and opened
as follows:

Palp Inc dba Excel Paving Company $1,068,020
Sequel Contractor $1,093,690
E.C. Construction $1,126,290

Hardy & Harper $1,313,000

The Engineer's Estimate was $1,200,000

The above bid amounts were tabulated using unit prices which take precedence over the
submitted total bid amounts. All documents submitted by these bidders were in order,
and the apparent low bidder is Sully-Miller Contracting Co.
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Sully-Miller Contracting Co satisfactorily completed the 2009/2010 Street Resurfacing
Project within the city of Beverly Hills.

Staff recommends that the lowest bid be accepted and a contract awarded to Sully-Miller
Contracting Co. The work on this project is scheduled to be completed within 6 months
of the issuance of the notice to proceed.

Written notifications to residents and business owners will be sent two weeks prior to
Sully-Miller Contracting Co starting work on subject street or alley.

FISCAL IMPACT

A construction contingency allowance in the amount of $152,918 has been included in
the total purchase order amount of $1,172,368. Any change orders that require
expenditures from this allowance shall be authorized by the Director of Public Works and
Transportation Department as defined in the city’s Purchase Ordinance

WITNESSETH
In this consideration of their covenants the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials and equipment necessary to perform the following work in
the City of Beverly Hills, California, strictly in accordance with the Notice to Bidders, Proposal form, Plans and
Specifications for such improvement and Standard Contractual Requirements inclusive of Addenda, each of
there documents is made a part of this Contract as though fully set forth herein:

2011-2012 Street Resurfacing Project, Various Locations
2. In consideration of such work City agrees to pay Contractor and Contractor agrees to accept the sum
of One Million, Nineteen thousand fourty-five dollars and zero cents ($1,019,045) in the manner provided in
subject Plans and Specifications and subject to adjustment provided therein.

3. Concurrently with the execution of this Contract, Contractor shall file with the City the bonds and
certificates of insurance specified in said Standard Contractual Requirements.

4. This Contract shall not be assigned without the written permission of the City Council.
