PURCHASE OF ONE STENCIL TRUCK

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the City Council approve a purchase order in the amount of
$108,926.88 to Roadline Products, Inc. USA for purchase of one (1) stencil (paint) truck
to replace a job-worn stencil truck assigned to the Department of Public Works &
Transportation, Street Infrastructure Maintenance Program.

DISCUSSION

Following an annual evaluation of the City’s vehicle and equipment fleet, Fleet Services
staff has determined that the lone stencil truck, which is used by the street crew for
painting road markers, line, and curbs, has exceeded its economical life cycle:

After a joint deliberation among staff members, it was decided that the above vehicle be
replaced with the same type of equipment. Recognizing the need to minimize the City’s
Carbon footprint, staff opted for the electric-power-cell-driven spray guns instead of
sprayers driven by a hydraulic system powered by the chassis engine. This new system
will save fuel, minimize engine wear, and, most importantly, eliminate exhaust emission
from the chassis engine during the painting operation.
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Procurement staff requests waiver of formal bid procedures and instead, recommends
purchase of this vehicle by using the ‘piggyback’ provision found in the purchase
contract, Attachment (1), between the County of San Bernardino, CA and Roadline
Products, Inc. USA. Vendor has provided price quote, Attachment (2), indicating its
intent to extend to the City of Beverly Hills the same price, terms, and conditions that are
stipulated in its contract with the County of San Bernardino. Utilizing a “piggyback”
contract satisfies the competitive bidding process, already completed by another agency.
Staff utilizes piggyback contracts once they have established there will be no additional
savings gained through the formal bid process. The City is also able to customize its
vehicle needs by deleting or adding equipment without changing the base price of the
truck.
