The Special City Council meeting was held in the Council Chamber at 7:00 pm.

B. PRESENTATIONS
1. PROCLAMATION to Joey’'s Gym

Mayor Bosse, along with the entire City Council presented a proclamation to Joey’s Gym
owner Ron Smith and thanked former Mayor MeraLee Goldman for bringing Joey's Gym
to the City Council for recognition.

2. RECOGNITION of Beverly and Derek Jobert frbm Rhinos Without Borders and
presentation of photographic book Eye of the Leopard by the Honorable Meralee
Goldman.

Former Mayor MeralLee Goldman spoke about the Rhinos Without Borders program after
a brief video presentation. She presented a donation of book entitled “Eye of the
Leopard” to Assistant Director of Community Services/City Librarian Nancy Hunt Coffey
on behalf of the Beverly Hills Public Library, and origami rhinos to the City Council.
Mayor Bosse, along with the entire City Council, thanked Ms. Goldman for bringing
Rhinos Without Borders to the City Council and helping raise awareness in Beverly Hills,
and presented a certificate to Beverly and Dereck Joubert.

3. RECOGNITION of 2014 Embrace Civility Award - The 2014 Embrace Civility winner will
be introduced by the HRC and recognized by Council with a proclamation.

Human Relations Commission (HRC) Chair Rochelle Ginsburg spoke about the HRC
Embrace Civility Award and introduced Sybil Fields who nominated the winners. Mayor
Bosse, along with the entire City Council presented recognition certificates to the third
annual Embrace Civility Award winners Karyn Newman, Alissa Roston, Janet Roston and
Cindy Trangsrud.

REPORT FROM THE CITY MANAGER
* City's Real Estate Portfolio - Brenda Lavender, Real Estate and Property Manager

Real Estate and Property Manager Brenda Lavender provided a PowerPoint and oral
presentation on the City's real estate portfolio. She spoke about the role and
responsibility of the Capital Assets Department, and provided details about the City's real
estate inventory.

City Clerk Byron Pope announced that no other candidates, aside from Mayor Bosse and
Vice Mayor Gold, filed as of the nomination deadline of December 5, 2014 at 5pm, and
read into the record a certification that there are not more candidates than offices to be
elected in the upcoming March 3, 2015 Municipal Election. He noted that by law, there is
a 13-day period to cancel the election, which ends on Thursday, December 18, 2014.
The City Council agreed to hold a Special City Council Meeting on Wednesday,
December 17, 2014 at 1pm to consider adopting a resolution cancelling the election, and
appointing Ms. Bosse and Dr. Gold to office. Mr. Pope noted that the notice will be
published in a local adjudicated newspaper on Thursday, December 11, 2014.

CITY COUNCILMEMBER AND COMMITTEE REPORTS

Mayor Bosse announced that at this afternoon’s Closed Session, City Council voted
unanimously to appoint Assistant City Manager Mahdi Aluzri to serve as Interim City
Manager beginning February 1, 2015 after City Manager Jeff Kolin’s retirement. She
appointed Vice Mayor Gold and Councilmember Brien to an Ad Hoc Committee to review
and recommend to the City Council a firm that will conduct a search for a new permanent
City Manager. Once a search firm is retained, the firm will work with the City Council and
the community to develop the criteria that will guide the search.

Councilmember Krasne urged the community to attend a community meeting to discuss
the future of La Cienega Park in the La Cienega Park Community Center on December
10" from 7-9pm. At the meeting, the City will host tours of the La Cienega Community
Center from 6:45-7pm. Light refreshments will be served and free childcare will be
provided for kids ages 3 to 10 years old.

AMENDING THE BEVERLY HILLS MUNICIPAL CODE TO PROVIDE FOR A TAXICAB
FRANCHISE SYSTEM IN THE CITY. Second Reading - For Adoption. Comment: This
ordinance amends the Beverly Hills Municipal Code to change the regulation of taxicab
service from a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to a Taxicab Franchise.

City Attorney Laurence Wiener explained that the ordinance cannot be adopted at a
Special Meeting and therefore the item needs to be continued to the next City Council
meeting for adoption.

Audit and Permit Administrator Genevieve Row responded to Council questions.

Council agreed to amend the ordinance language as follows: (1) add the following
sentence to Section 7-4-104A before the last sentence: “Provided however the City may
extend the period that a taxi may be out of service for up to 30 days for a total maximum
period of 75 consecutive days upon a determination by the City that there is good cause
beyond the reasonable control of the taxi owner that such vehicle is out of service for
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more than 45 days”; and (2) add the following after the first sentence of Section 7-4-
104A: “If a taxi is out of service, taxi shall report that fact to the City within two business
days.”

6. CONSIDERATION OF THE PURCHASE OF ARTS OF PALM CENTENNIAL ART PIECE
PARTY ANIMALS BY MIKE STILKEY FOR THE BEVERLY HILLS PUBLIC
LIBRARY. Comment: Staff recommends the purchase of Party Animals by Mike Stilkey
for the Beverly Hills Public Library. This art piece was installed as part of the Arts of Palm
Centennial program. The cost of the piece is $20,000, and the Friends of the Library
have allocated $5000 toward the purchase of the piece. The Council is asked to allocate
$15,000 of unexpended Centennial funds to purchase the piece. It should be noted that
there will be an annual maintenance cost associated with the piece, which is estimated to
be $2000. Should City Council direct the purchase of the piece, an enhancement for the
ongoing cost will be submitted through the FY 2015-16 budget process.

Assistant Director of Community Services/City Librarian Nancy Hunt Coffey, Fine Art
Commission (FAC) Chair Sandra Pressman, and Marketing and Economic Sustainability
Manager Megan Roach responded to City Council questions and concerns regarding the
FAC’s involvement in the acquisition of the art piece, fine art vs. decorative art, the FAC
charge, cost of the art piece and the Centennial fund budget.

Assistant Director of Community Services/City Librarian Nancy Hunt-
Coffey spoke about the murals and acknowledged the Friends of the Library for the
donation.

CONTINUED AND NEW BUSINESS

ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BEVERLY HILLS AMENDING THE BEVERLY HILLS
MUNICIPAL CODE REGARDING PUBLIC ART. First Reading - For
Introduction. Comment: The proposed ordinance substantially revises the Public Art
Ordinance for the City of Beverly Hills. Important changes include clarifying sections of
the code, providing guidance on handling gifts of artwork and defining a process for
deaccessioning artwork.

Assistant Director of Community Services/City Librarian Nancy Hunt-Coffey presented a
PowerPoint and oral report on this item. She reviewed the Council questions and
comments that were presented at the November 18, 2014 City Council meeting which
were discussed at the Fine Art Commission (FAC) Meeting on November 20, 2014.

Fine Art Commissioner Alan Kaye commented on the $500,000 threshold. FAC Chair
Sandra Pressman and Fine Art Commissioner Carolyn Hiller commented on
Councilmember Krasne's questions and comments regarding decorative art and the
FAC's charge. Councilmember Krasne suggested including in the ordinance that all City
art acquisitions, no matter how they are funded and where they come from, go through
the FAC. Vice Mayor Gold suggested modifying the FAC charge for the Commission to
be available as a resource to provide consultative services to any organization in the City
interested in buying art not otherwise covered in the fine art ordinance. Councilmember
Mirisch agreed that there should be a distinction between fine art and decorative art, and
requested clarification on the threshold.
