INTRODUCTION

A series of musical sing-alongs has been scheduled to showcase community spirit and
engage residents in a free, enjoyable activity. This musical series was requested by
Mayor Mirisch as part of his platform for community outreach.

The first sing-along was heid at the Academy of Motion Pictures Arts & Sciences on
March 24, 2016, with the second held on September 1, 2016 in Beverly Canon Gardens
Park as part of the City’s summer concerts series.

The third sing-along is scheduled for October 29, 2016 at The Wallis. The Wallis has
agreed to waive the lease costs associated with the theater as part of its agreement with
the City to utilize its facilities for community-based programming.

Beverly Hills resident and music director Gary S. Greene will lead the LA Lawyers
Philharmonic orchestra for these scheduled events.

There will be a waiver of parking revenue associated with the use of fifty parking spaces
in the Crescent garage for use by members of the L.A. Lawyers Philharmonic Orchestra.

DISCUSSION

City staff will promote these events through a combination of paid advertising,
promotions, social media and e-mail blasts. Staff will also prepare the lyrical songbooks
and tickets to be distributed at Roxbury Park, and will film the event for re-broadcasting
on the City's cable channel.

The event on October 29, 2016 at The Wallis involves foregone revenue and costs that
include:

o  $400 in parking fees waived for 50 members of the LA Lawyers Philharmonic
to park in the City Hall\Wallis parking structure. This is necessary as most of
them have heavy orchestra instruments.

FISCAL IMPACT

It is estimated that the foregone revenue associated with the Sing-Along event at The
Wallis will be $400. Costs to the City for the Wallis services in connection with the
concert would be $3,665.
