This item is continued from the August 11, 2015, Public Works Commission Meeting.

At its July 9, 2015, meeting, the Public Works Commission directed staff to agendize a
discussion item on the City’s “Will Serve letter” process and policy.

Currently, in accordance with California Water Code 10910-1 0915, projects that meet a certain
threshold must include an assessment of the project’s water impact as a part of the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) process. Applicable projects include residential
developments of more than 500 units, shopping/business developments of more than 500,000
square feet, and commercial office developments of more than 250,000 square feet. The City
must assess whether the projected water demand associated with the proposed project is
included as a part of the City’s most recently adopted Urban Water Management Plan (UWMP).
If the project demand exceeds the water supply, a Water Supply Assessment (WSA) — which
projects the water supply over the 20-year period and outlines the additional water rights or
contracts that would be required to meet the additional demand from the proposed project —

would have to be completed as a part of the CEQA process.

To date, no proposed projects in the City of Beverly Hills have exceeded the City’s anticipated
water supply, as identified in the City’s most recently-adopted UWMP. As a best practice, the
City does review these large projects to assess the water infrastructure impacts of the proposed
project and does then issue a “will serve letter.”

The City does not have an additional policy relating to providing water service or the “will serve
letter” process. The Commission has asked to revisit this process and to consider whether any
changes should be made to this policy, including the potential for charging a fee related to this
service.

Different water agencies have different will serve policies. The following examples show some
alternatives for the “Will Serve Letter” process:



1. City of Burbank: Applicants must submit an application for water service on premises
where a service connection must be installed. They must also pay all applicable fees
and charges.

2. City of Corona: Applicants completing construction projects must submit a “will serve
letter” request form that includes a project description (Attachment 1).

3. Bella Vista Water District (located in Shasta County, California): Adopted a Will Serve
Policy in 2014 that requires all construction project applicants to submit a notarized
‘Application for Will Serve Letter,” develops a project review process and timeline, and
lays out all administrative fees and engineering and attorney fees for larger projects that
may require additional review (Attachment 2).

Some cities and agencies (including the City of Sierra Madre and the Camrosa Water District)
have adopted a moratorium on the installation of new water meters and on Water Will Serve
Letters. Others have adopted water demand offset policies to ensure that new construction
does not result in an increase in overall water demands. These policies typically require the
developer to implement on-site or off-site efficiency measures that offset 100% or more of the
projected demand or to pay an in-lieu fee that is used to fund other water efficiency projects. In
California, the cities of Lompoc, Morrow Bay, Napa, and Santa Monica all have water demand
offset policies. The City of Santa Monica requires that every permitted project that includes a
plumbing fixture must pay a fee to mitigate the estimated daily water consumption rate. The
funds collected from the fee are used to fund retrofits to City facilities, including the installing
drip irrigation and retrofitting fixtures.

Staff seeks a recommendation from the direction from the Commission regarding the will serve
process and the assessment of any additional fees. Any recommendation would then be
presented to the Public Works Liaison Committee and subsequently to the City Council for
consideration.

1. Prior to washing plates, pots and pans, and cooking utensils, scrape
all solid material into a proper waste receptacle and contain material
so it doesn’t leak. Properly dispose material to a solid waste trash
receptacle to be hauled away.

2. Install screens in all pot sinks, 2 and 3 compartment sinks, and floor
sinks to catch solid materials to be properly disposed of to solid
waste containers.

3. Dispose waste deep fryer grease to proper waste storage containers
to be hauled away by licensed waste hauler.

4. Schedule to have grease interceptor pumped on a regular basis by a
licensed waste hauler.

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WILL SERVE LETTER POLICY
Adopted by the Board of Directors on October 27, 2014

Bella Vista Water District (the “District”) provides water services within the District’s
Service Boundary in Shasta County, California. Periodically, the District receives from a
property owner requests for the District to provide to a regulatory agency a “Will Serve
Letter.” A Will Serve Letter provides notification to the regulatory agency and the
applicant that the District has sufficient water and facilities available to serve the
property/properties and that the District will serve the real property/properties owned by
the applicant subject to this policy and conditions contained in the Will Serve Letter. Will
Serve Letters will be considered by the District upon receipt of a complete application and
will describe the location, type of service and the specific conditions under which the
District will provide service. Residential Developments of four (4) or fewer parcels may
be approved by the District’s General Manager. Subdivision and Commercial
Developments must be approved by the Board of Directors. This Will Serve Policy
adopted by the Board of Directors of the District sets forth the policies of the District with
respect to the issuance of Will Serve Letters.

The District’s General Manager will report on any Will Serve Letters issued by the District
at the next regularly scheduled Board of Directors meeting.

Additionally, the District’s General Manager will provide a report annually on the status
of all issued and unexpired Will Serve Letters during the planning process for the upcoming
fiscal year.

Section 1 - Wilt Serve Letters

1. District Will Serve Letters are issued to regulatory agencies consistent with this policy
and on behalf of an applicant to provide an indication of the District’s willingness and
ability to provide domestic water service to real property/properties within the District’s
Service Boundary. A Will Serve Letter outlines the general conditions under which the
District will provide such water service. It is the District’s conditional commitment to
provide domestic water service to new customers.

2. The District will not issue a Will Serve Letter for real property which is not within the
District’s Boundary at the time of the request for the Will Serve Letter.

Section 2 - Eligibility & Criteria

1. Applications for Will Serve Letters requesting water service outside of the District’s
then existing Service Boundary will only be processed upon approval of an annexation
of the affected real property by the District’s Board of Directors in accordance with the
District’s adopted Annexation Policy and contingent upon completion of the annexation
of the real property into the District’s Service Boundary through the Shasta County
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Local Agency formation Commission, and obtaining Bureau of Reclamation approval
for inclusion of the real property within the District’s Service Area, at the applicant’s
sole cost and expense.

2. A Will Serve Letter issued by the District to an applicant shall terminate at the sooner
to occur of ten (10) years after the date of the Will Serve Letter or (unless connection
to the District water system has been made prior to the termination or expiration of any
use permit, tentative map or parcel division approval) upon the termination or
expiration of any building permit issued to the applicant for construction of
improvements on the real property which is the subject of the Will Serve Letter.

3. Connection of water services as provided in a Will Serve Letter shall be contingent
upon the District, at the time of request for connection, having sufficient water based
upon their contractual entitlements and owned water, and shall further be contingent
upon the District having sufficient treatment and delivery capacity to comply with all
laws and regulations concerning the delivery of domestic water. All District
commitments to deliver water shall, during shortage conditions, be subject to the
provisions of the then current Water Shortage Contingency Plan andlor adopted Water
Shortage Emergency Measures.

Section 3 - District Fees and Costs

1. Applicants for Will Serve Letters shall be responsible for payment or reimbursement to
the District as provided in this policy of all District fees and costs in existence on the
date that a request by the applicant for connection to the District’s water system is made.
Connections to the District’s water system will be made only to real property which
has, at the time of the request for connection, a valid building permit.

2. The District establishes and periodically updates fees, charges and cost reimbursements
which are applicable to connection of water service to real property being developed in
the District. The fees established by the District which are applicable to a Will Serve
Letter for which an applicant will be responsible are as set forth on Exhibit “A”
attached hereto.

3. District fees and costs are normally updated not more frequently than annually although
additional fees and costs may be adopted by the District’s Board of Directors at any
time. An applicant for a Will Serve Letter shall be responsible at the time that such
fees are to be collected to pay to or reimburse the District for all fees and costs in
existence on the date of the request for connection.

Section 4- Application for Will Serve Letter - For,n

1. Any person or entity requesting a Will Serve Letter from the District shall fully
complete and submit to the District an “Application for Will Serve Letter” in the form
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attached hereto as Exhibit “B”. The application will not be considered received by the
District until such time as all information required thereon has been provided and the
form has been duly executed as provided in the form.

2. An applicant will be required to pay at the time of the submission of the Application
for the Will Serve Letter those District administrative fees then in effect for the
submissions of an Application for Will Serve Letter together with any deposits required
for engineering fees and attorneys’ fees, all as provided on Exhibit “A” hereto.

3. following receipt by the District of a complete Application for Will Serve Letter,
together with any fees or costs required at the time of the filing of the application, the
District will have up to 21 days to review the request. During the review process the
District may require the applicant to furnish the District with such other and further
information as the District deems pertinent to review and process the application. If
during the District’s initial review of the application, the District determines that there
are additional fees or costs which are required to evaluate and process the application,
the District will provide an estimate of these additional fees and costs in writing to the
applicant. The District requires collection of all fees and costs at the times provided in
Exhibit “A” hereto. Will Serve requests that must be approved by the District’s Board
of Directors will be presented to the Board for their consideration at their next regularly
scheduled meeting following the completion of the review process.

4. The District will not provide water service to any property in the event of non-payment
of any applicable fees or costs.

SectionS —Development Agreement

1. Applicants who request a Will Serve Letter from the District to supply water to a
proposed development which requires the construction of new or additional District
water distribution system improvements in order to provide water service requested,
will be required to enter into a Development Agreement between the applicant and the
District.

2. The Development Agreement will set forth all terms and conditions of water service
for the applicant by the District and will describe in detail the responsibilities of the
applicant and the District with respect to the construction of and payment for any
required District water distribution system improvements.

3. In the event that a Development Agreement is required for the applicant’s proposed
development, the applicant will be responsible to execute and deliver the Development
Agreement prior to approval of project improvement plans by the District’s General
Manager and to pay or to reimburse the District for fees and expenses incurred by the
District for its District engineer and attorney in the preparation of the Development
Agreement.

Administrative Fees

Administrative Fees are to be paid at the time an application for a will serve letter or
application for connection to the District is received, whichever first occurs.

(a) District Administrative Overhead Filing
&Research $ 50.00
(or as superseded in the District Policy Manual “Appendix A — Schedule of Rates
and Charges”)

(b) Projects requiring an “Agreement for Water System Improvements” shall first
execute a Reimbursement Agreement setting forth the terms and conditions to
reimburse the District for all project related expenses including staff, engineering
and legal expenses associated with the project and preparation of the Off Site
Improvements/Development Agreement.

Engineering and Attorney Fees

For subdivisions that will create more than 4 parcels and commercial/industrial projects
that will require review by the District’s Engineer and/or Attorney a deposit of $500.00
(or as superseded in the District Policy Manual “Appendix A — Schedule of Rates and
Charges”) each for engineering and attorney fees is to be collected at the time the District
receives an application. After the District’s receipt of a complete application, applicants
will be provided with an estimate of all District Engineering and Attorney fees to be
incurred. Estimated Engineering and Attorney fees in excess of the initial deposit are to
be paid upon receipt of the estimate. Engineering and Attorney fees in excess of the
deposits will be billed to the applicant by the District upon receipt of the bills thereafter,
and are payable immediately. Deposits in excess of final billing will be refunded to the
applicant.

Connection Fees

Connection fees are to be paid at the time the real property is connected to the District
water system. Connection fees include the following fees and costs pursuant to District’s
Policy as amended: Capital Improvement Fees, Water Meter Set Fees and Service Line
Installation Fees.

Subject: Moratorium on Water Will Serve Letters—Update

Objective: Modify the Resolution Establishing a Moratorium on Water Availability
Letters and Water Will Serve Letters to pertain not only to potable water, as it now
stands, but to all waters under District purview.

Action Required: Adopt the attached Resolution Establishing a Moratorium on Water
Availability Letters and Water Will Serve Letters.

Summary: On June 10, 2009, the Board of Directors established a moratorium on
Water Availability and Water Will Serve Letters, requiring that developers and/or new
service connections mitigate new potable demand. In 2012, the Board resolved to make
the moratorium on new, unmitigated potable demand permanent. Mitigation
requirements were often met by expanding or improving the District’s non-potable
system, thereby offsetting new potable uses. However, due to the District’s evolving use
of non-potable and recycled water and their increasing scarcity, automatically mitigating
potable demand with non-potable and/or recycled water is no longer viable, and all
waters under District purview should be included in the moratorium on new unmitigated
demand.

Discussion: In 2009, Southern California was entering into a third consecutive year of
drought. Metropolitan Water District implemented a 15% reduction in imported water
allocations. In response, the Camrosa Board of Directors adopted a moratorium on
Water Availability and Water Will Serve Letters for future developments, requiring that
all new potable demand be mitigated. It was envisioned that such mitigation would be
met primarily by expanding the non-potable distribution system, increasing non-potable
use and offsetting the development’s projected potable water use. Single-family
residences with one-inch or smaller meters were exempt from the moratorium.

The 2009 moratorium was set to expire in three years. In 2012, due to the continuing
uncertainty of imported water and to challenges in developing local supplies, the District
determined, by Resolution, to make the moratorium on unmitigated potable demand
permanent. Increasing non-potable and recycled water was still considered a
practicable mitigation measure, but due to the economic situation in the years between
the original moratorium and its 2012 renewal, very little large-scale development
occurred.

Since that time, the District’s use of non-potable water has evolved. First of all, the
“surplus” non-potable water that was being offered to developers’ use is only available
in winter/low-demand months; during high-demand periods, District customers use most
if not all of the non-potable water at their disposal. Therefore, increasing the size of the
non-potable distribution system is not a feasible mitigation measure as there would be,
for several months out of the year, little to no “surplus” or additional non-potable water
to deliver via that system expansion.

Secondly, as the District turns more and more to local resources in its continuing effort
to increase self-reliance, we ate finding better and better ways to put that limited surplus
non-potable water to beneficial use. This includes the March 2014 agreements with
Pleasant Valley County Water District (PVCWD) and the Fox Canyon Groundwater
Management Agency, which grant Camrosa pumping allocations in the Pleasant Valley
Basin in return for the delivery of Conejo Creek water to PVCWD. Other potential uses
and reuses of non-potable and recycled water are currently under investigation,
consistently increasing their scarcity and potential value.

Allowing developers to assume that the District’s non-potable water resources are at
their disposal to mitigate their developments’ future potable demand is no longer a
viable policy. In order to ensure that the District continues to put its resources to their
best possible use, to preserve its options while those uses are developed, and to
protect against the economic and ecological vagaries of imported water, Staff
recommends adopting the attached Resolution Establishing a Moratorium on Water
Availability and Water Will Serve Letters, which adapts the moratorium to apply to new,
unmitigated demand of all classes of water, not just potable.

Establishing a Moratorium on Water Availability
And Water Will Serve Letters

JAVhereas, on June 10, 2009, in response to a third consecutive year of below-average
rainfall, statewide drought and the attendant water shortages, including a court-ordered
water transfer restriction to protect endangered species in the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta,
the Camrosa Board of Directors adopted a Moratorium on Water Availability and Water Will
Serve Letters; and,

Whereas, in July, 2009, the Metropolitan Water District of Southern California
implemented afifteen percent reduction in water allocations to member agencies as a result of
the State of California’s Department of Water Resources’ restriction of water deliveries to
thirty percent of ordered amounts; and,

TVhereas, it was imperative that the District curtail activities that would result in
new water demand during the ongoing water supply shortages to ensure sufficient water
supply would continue to be available to meet the existing water demands of the District; and,

Whereas, the moratorium was effective upon adoption, to continue in effect until
the 9th day ofJune, 2012, unless action was taken by the Camrosa Board of Directors to either
rescind the moratorium at an earlier date or extend the moratorium beyond its expiration
date; and,

Whereas, the Camrosa Board of Directors determined that the continued
uncertainty of imported water supply allocations, due to ecological challenges and
infrastructural vulnerabilities of the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta, necessitated a
permanent moratorium to ensure sufficient water supplies and passed a Resolution on June
27, 2012 to that end; and,

TAVhereas, non-potable and recycled water have increased in scarcity and value to
an extent that the Board of Directors has determined unmitigated new demand on either of
those resources must alsofall under the purview of the District’s moratorium; and,



No Thereiore, Be itResolvedby the Camrosa Water District Board of
Directors that a permanent moratorium is hereby declared on the issuance of Water
Availability and Water Will Serve Letters for new development that will result in
unmitigated new demand upon all water, potable, non_potable and recycled, delivered by any
water distribution system within the District; and,

Be It further Resolved that the construction of one single-family residence
with a meter size requirement of one inch or less, as determined by the District in accordance
with existing meter sizing procedures, is determined to have minimal impact upon demand
and shall be exemptfrom this moratorium; and,

Be It further Resolved that any project that has been issued a Water
Availability Letter and has not yet received a Water Will Serve Letter shall be individually
reviewed to determine the impact of the project upon existing water resources of the District
and whether or not the project is exempt from this moratorium before a Water Will Serve
Letter is provided; and,

Be It further Resolved that the General Manager is granted authority to
interpret this policy, review individual requests to the District, and render decisions in
implementing this policy; and,

Be it further Resolved that this moratorium is effective upon adoption of
this Resolution and shall continue to remain in effect until action is taken by the Board of
Directors to rescind this moratorium.
